Dear Monroe Community,
During the last month, I have been 
to a number of meetings with Eu-
gene School District Superintendent 
George Russell and his staff regarding 
the budget for next school year. We 
have faced cuts in the past; however, 
the coming two years look to be espe-
cially challenging. Based on the most 
recent news from state ofþcials, 4J is 
expecting a budget shortfall of $14-
$17 million for next year.  That’s about 
10% of the district’s operating budget 
or equivalent to the cost of operating 
two of the district’s high schools for 
one year. A survey is available on the district website 
(www.4j.lane.edu) for anyone to help rank the priori-
ties the district should use in making reduction deci-
sions.
   All of the information I have received suggests that 
Monroe, like every other school in the state, will need 
to get by with a reduced budget next year. This re-
duction will be both in our supply budget and in our 

school programs and it will likely 
mean we cannot offer the full range of 
classes next year. Monroeõs Assistant 
Principal, José da Silva, and I will be 
working with staff, parents, and other 
community members to help identify 
key priorities before we make our bud-
get for next year.
   Generally, we will work to preserve 
the core academic and elective pro-
grams that make the Monroe Middle 
School experience rich for students and 
that prepares them for high school. We 
will also aspire to maintain the sup-
port services that help students and 

staff achieve these academic goals.
   The budget for next year will be the sole agenda item 
at our February 4th Site Council meeting at 3:30 in the 
library. We will also discuss this topic at our March 3rd 
parents meeting and at our Latino parent meeting.

The results will be shared with the 4J Budget Commit-
tee prior to their February 9 meeting.
